A requirement of American Legion Auxiliary

membership is to be a veteran or a relative of
one. Roxlau’s father was a year too young to
serve in the military when World War I started.
“He couldn’t sign up without his parent’s con-
sent, and my grandmother wouldn’t give her
consent,” Roxlau explained, but Dixie’s father
comes from a long line of military men. Since
the Revolutionary War, there has been a mem-
ber of the family in nearly every war and con-
flict. “Both my great-grandfathers were in the
Civil War,” Roxlau said, “And I had an uncle in
WWII.” The clan knew how to fight. “Dad’s
family was Irish,” Roxlau explained. 

Roxlau has three grown children: David in
Iowa City, Cindy in Colorado, and Mindy in St.
Louis; and she also has three grandchildren.

Before retirement, Roxlau worked in Fort
Madson as a tailor at Doyle Hoyer’s men’s
clothing store. Roxlau has been a seamstress for
many years. She learned to sew in 4-H and,
even after retirement, continues to operate a
sewing machine. She does repairs and alter-
ations or just “whatever needs sewn.” Nearly
every window in her home has curtains made
with her own hands. 

Dixie and her husband John Roxlau were
married 30 years ago. John is a retired truck
driver who served his country during Viet
Nam.

Poster entries must not exceed the standard size of 22 inches

by 28 inches.  Minimum size is 8 1/2 by 11 inches. Students can
use any media to create a flat, two-dimensional effect. 

Entries should strive to present a clear idea to the audience, be
technically correct, exhibit creativity, explain what the audience
should do or know, contain the theme “Soil to Spoon” in large
readable lettering from ten feet away, and showcase the student’s
artistic talent.   

All entries are required to have a completed entry form
attached to the back of the poster listing the student’s name,
address, phone, grade, and school. 

Poster entries should be delivered to the Lee SWCD office by
the local contest deadline of Friday, May 4. Poster pickup from
area schools is available by calling: (319) 835-5313.

In other business:
• The council heard a report from Mayor Bill Young on the

recycling issue. Donnellson is considering switching to curbside
recycling. Young said he met with the Lee County Board of
Supervisors earlier this month. As one method of alleviating the
continual use by nonresidents of Donnellson’s recycling drop-
off site, the supervisors will consider providing a drop-off site
for rural residents.

• Young would like to look into how much it would cost to
redo curbing at the 4-way stop. He said the council should also
consider making ADA-compliant walking ramps at the site.
Street Superintendent Todd Herdrich said he spoke with an I-
DOT representative about removing the stoplight at the 4-way.
The city would have to file a request with the DOT to remove the
light, but Herdrich said the representative could foresee no rea-
son why the request would be denied. Herdrich said removing
the light would save the city approximately $30 per month in
electricity costs.

• Young would like the city to consider paving an alley locat-
ed in the southeast quarter of Donnellson. The city-owned alley
connects a residence with a commercial property where the
Schmitz-Lynk Funeral Home is now located. Young said paving
would make the alley more usable and would make it look nicer.

• The January police report was given by Police Chief
Brandon Fowler. The department received four domestic ani-
mal-related complaints in January. A citation was issued in an
incident in which a dog allegedly bit a newspaper delivery per-
son. The department also issued two citations and one warning
for dogs running at large.

• The council reset the March City Council meeting for 7:00
p.m. Monday, March 12.
